od kojih su vecina djeca i zene. Ovo je moralni izazov za cijeli svijet i trazi hitno budenje covjecanstva
| temeljito preispitivanje principa.

Odbijamo zatvarati oCi pred gnusnim zlocCinima protiv covjecnosti pocinjenim nad palestinskim
® narodom u Gazi — zlocinima koji su srodni genocidu i etnickom cis¢enju. Snazno osudujemo trajnu
vojnu, politicku | propagandnu podrsku koju pocinioci tih zlo¢ina dobijaju od svjetskih sila.

e Ovi dogadaji su razotkrili ozbiljnu neravnopravnost u nasem svijetu, produbljenu eticku krizu,
dugotrajnu dilemu o vrijednostima i obmanjujucu propagandnu praksu.

® Upozoravamo na posljedice sporednih ugovora i zakona koji ugrozavaju globalni mir i interese drzava
| podrivaju medunarodno pravo i medunarodno humanitarno pravo.

® Odobravanje vojne okupacije, politike represije, progona, genocida, etnickog ciscenja i ratnih zlocina
pod maskom etike, principa | humanosti je licemjerna ambalaza koja pretvara eticke, principijelne |
humanitarne parole u instrumente ubijanja, represije | progona.

® Neprihvatljivo je selektivno se pozivati na vrijednosti, principe i uvjerenja i selektivno ih se pridrzavati
ili ih ratoborno pasivizirati, a prema drzavnim politickim prioritetima i njihovim kolebljivim klathom
interesa. Nedosljednost stavova svjetskih sila u skladu sa njihovim interesima i savezima podriva
vjerodostojnost njihovih stajalista opcenito.

® Strasna agresija na palestinski narod koja traje u Pojasu Gaze nagriza i ono malo preostalog
povjerenja koje ljudi i mase Sirom svijeta imaju u etiku medunarodnog poretka, u djelotvornost
medunarodne pravde i u utjecaj vrijednosti, principa, uvjerenja i parola u praksi.

® Jedan od razloga za uzbunu je sto se sa medunarodnih politickih i medijskih platformi velicaju izjave

koje imaju za cilj opravdati agresiju, glorificirati njene pocinitelje, okriviti zrtve | na njih prebaciti

odgovornost za vlastitu zastrasujucu sudbinu smrti, razaranja, zedi, gladi i raseljavanja.
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e Ono Sto se desava u Palestini podsjeca na strasna poglavlja historije kolonijalnog doba. Zbog toga je
vazno otvarati prasnjive arhive kolonijalizma | u kolonijalizmu naci objasnjenje | odgovornost,
moralnu | nacelnu, te iz toga izvuci neophodne pouke i za sadasnjost | za buducnost.

® Osudujemo hijerarhijsko postavljanje nekih ljudi iznad drugih, po statusu, pravima i brizi, kao i svako
eksplicitno ili implicitno vrijedanje dostojanstva bilo kog covjeka i bilo koje ljudske zajednice.

® Svijet koji odluci selektivno koristiti svoje vrijednosti, principe i zakone — gdje ljudski zivoti nisu
jednaki u pravima, slobodama i dostojanstvu — jest jedan nepravedni svijet koji sije gnjev | neslogu
medu narastaje koji uvidaju jaz izmedu uzvisenih parola i zastrasujuce prakse.

® Pokleknuti pred govorima koji opravdavaju genocid, etnicko CiScenje i ratne zloCine, kojima kipte
medunarodne, politicke i kulturne govornice, predstavlja prijetnju Covjecanstvu u cjelini, ne samo
Palestincima.

® Upozoravamo na opasnost pripisivanja termina kao sto su ,civilizacija“, ,covjecnost®, , dobrota“ i
»svjetlo® politici genocida i ratnih zlocCina, opravdavanja zlocina dehumanizacijom potlacenih, kao |
trovanja atmosfere ljudske koegzistencije i kulturne interakcije u raznolikom svijetu.

e Nasem svijetu nedostaje kompas eticke odgovornosti koji bi odvracao od bahatosti, dominacije,

krSenja ugovora i dogovora, genocidne politike, etnickog ciscenja, ratnih zlocina i progona
